VOCAL MUSIC COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

Noteworthy

Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12

Credit Type: Fine Art

Prerequisite: Written consent from director and prior singing and dancing audition.  Students are strongly encouraged and recommended to be concurrently enrolled in another vocal music course.  


Noteworthy is an advanced ensemble which performs popular, jazz, and musical theater music while performing choreography.  Selection of members is based from a singing and dancing audition and availability of students to create a balanced group.  This group requires dedication and hard work.  Extensive participation in special events, performances, concerts, and assemblies are mandatory.  Grades are based on performances, classroom participation, and attendance.  Uniform provided with a required $10.00 charge to each student for maintenance and cleaning of uniform.  Other expenses (shirts, meals, etc) may occur.  

Chamber Choir

Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12

Credit Type: Fine Art

Prerequisite: Written consent from director and prior singing audition.


Chamber Choir is a small, advanced choral ensemble performing all genres of music.  Selection of members will be based from singing audition and availability of singers to create a balanced group.  Rehearsal and performance techniques take precedence within the curriculum.  Emphasis is placed on the aesthetic values of music performed.  Participation in special events, performances, concerts, and assemblies are mandatory.  Participation in an evaluative festival is required (District Music Festival).  Music theory, and sight-reading are studied.  Grades are based on classroom participation, written work, and attendance at performances.  Uniform provided with a required $20.00 charge to each student for maintenance and cleaning of uniform.  Students are eligible for a music letter if all requirements are met.

Concert Choir

Grade Level: 9, 10, 11, 12

Credit Type: Fine Art
Prerequisite: Written consent from director and prior singing audition.


Concert Choir is a mid-level choir open for students who wish to continue to develop their voices, learn various styles of music, and perform in a choral ensemble.  This group is geared toward, but not limited to, students who have previous singing experience.  Rehearsal and performance techniques take precedence within the curriculum.  Emphasis is placed on the aesthetic values of music performed.  Participation in possible special events, performances, concerts, and assemblies are mandatory.  Participation in an evaluative festival is required (District Music Festival).  Music theory and sight-reading are studied.  Grades are based on classroom participation, written work, and performance level.  Uniform provided with a required $15.00 charge to each student for maintenance and cleaning of uniform.  Students are eligible for a choir letter if all requirements are met. 
Mixed Choir

Grade level: 9, 10, 11, 12

Credit Type: Fine Art

Mixed Choir is a non-auditioned group, open to all students who enjoy singing and have a true desire to develop their voices, learn more about reading music, and sing in an ensemble.  Rehearsal and performance techniques are developed, and music theory and sight-reading are studied.  Grades are based largely on classroom participation & behavior, written work, and any performances.
